Waste Disposal Bans
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Electronic Devices Food Waste Leaf and Yard Waste

At this time, this ban does not apply to households.

Effective February 1, 2025, certain entities will be prohibited from disposing of
food waste in a landfill and incinerator. This ban applies to entities (institutions,
restaurants, grocery stores, etc.) that generate H+ tons of food waste per week

and are located within 20 miles of a facility with the capacity to manage excess
food.

Food waste prohibited from disposal must be separated and managed through
one or more of the following methods, in order of preference:

1. Source reduction.

2. Feeding people.

3. Feeding animals.

4. Composting, digestion, or land application (as appropriate).

5. Energy recavery not involving combustion.

In New Hampshite, there are 5 types of waste that are banned from disposal in landfills and incinerators. These disposal bans are established by law in
RSA 149-M:27 and RSA 149-M:58 (mercury-added products). Click through the tabs below to learn more.
